CAPI

The 1st Household Survey on Domestic Visitors
(HSDV) to use Computer Assisted Personal Interview
(CAPI) will be conducted by the PSA and the
Department of Tourism (DOT) this 2022.

The 2022 HSDV is stand-alone nationwide
collection of data on domestic and outbound tourism,
specifically on the profile and socio-economic
characteristics of households and household
members 15 years old and over.

The 2022 HSDV 2nd level training was
conducted at Azzurro Hotel, Balibago, Angeles City
from October 10 to 14, 2022. HSDV Regional Focal
Person Patricia D. Ramos and Provincial Focal Person
Editha U. Briguela served as trainers for the whole
duration of the training. Interactive discussions and
mock interviews were conducted to ensure that
everyone is well equipped and ready before going out
in the field. All participants including hired statistical
researchers were trained in single class of which a
recap each day was presented by host provinces for
the topics discussed.

Field Operation was conducted from
17 October to 18 November 2022 while the data
processing at the Provincial and Regional Offices
ended on 09 December 2022.




The Central Luzon-Regional Statistics Committee (CLRSC) convened for the fourth quarter of the CY 2022
on 08 November 2022 at the National Economic and Development Authority (NEDA) 03 Regional Development
Council (RDC) Hall, City of San Fernando, Pampanga.

and October Rounds, who participated in CBMS.

The enumeration for the October Round was
slated from 17 October to 16 December 2022.
Meanwhile, the August batch LGUs are currently
conducting their Map and Data Processing at their
respective processing centers.

Through the efforts of Sta. Rita LGU headed
by Mayor Arthur Salalila and the LCRO administered
by LCR Janice Javier, the LGU of Santa Rita
Pampanga finally inked the Memorandum of
Agreement (MOA) with PSA to implement the
Batch Request Query System (BREQS).

On 11 November 2022, PSA personnel
conducted BREQS Training and Installation at the
said municipality. BREQS is a scheme where PSA
authorizes a partner to receive requests and release
PSA-issued copies of Birth Certificate, Marriage
Certificate, Certificate of No Marriage, and Death
Certificate. The actual processing of the requests is
done at the San Fernando, Pampanga Serbilis
Outlet.

The residents of Sta. Rita Pampanga need not
anymore to travel to distant PSA Civil Registry
System Outlets to request for Civil Registry
Documents (CRDs). They can now file their
applications directly at LCRO.
